	Component 2: Devising
	· Interpreting a variety of stimuli in an artistic way to create a piece of original work.   Students will consider how a theatre piece is realised and will be required to consider the coordination of other theatre elements, such as costumes, set, lighting and sound, as well as the acting performance.
· Students will be able to write a reflective account of the process, analysing and evaluating the work in practice.

	Component 1: Written exam paper – Set Text (Blood Brothers)
	· Introduction to the set text Blood Brothers and exploring this in a practical and theoretical way.
· Students will learn what the written exam (section B) requires and will learn how to answer theoretical questions based on practical skills
