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Rationale

The department uses a variety of formative and summative assessments to inform staff of students understanding
and progress. The component knowledge of each section of the curriculum is assessed using Multiple Inadequate
GlancesﬁMlG’si to formatively assess the understanding of the component / unit and allow for responsive teaching
before moving on with learning. Formative and summative assessments are common across the department to
allow for consistency and are highlighted on curriculum plans. A common logo is also used on teaching resources.
These are stored and accessed as digital copies through the department shared area in the linked staff folder.

Results of formative and summative assessments are also stored in spreadsheets in the department shared area in
the linked staff folder. This is used to assess class understanding to allow for interventions and responsive teaching
to take place in a timely manner. Results are used to assess between teaching groups to give the SL and teaching
staff clear understanding of where wider intervention may be required, support given nﬁearners / staff and any
Shomalies can be easily highlighted and appropriate intervantion support given,

Each MIG takes place after a component/ unit of knowledge or a particular skill has been taught. This allows staff
to assess the understanding of the class before building upon that component knowledge in the next sequence of
[eaning within the curriculim plan. The format of each MIG 1§ dependent on what knovledge/ skill s bemg
assessed. MIG's include a variety of knowledge tests, graphs, interpreting data, developing literacy skills, internal
assessment practice tasks or answering examination style questions in order to answer key command verbs such as
identify, give, evaluate and justify. A baseline test is completed at the start of each course to give staff an insight
into learners entry knowledge and subject specific skills as they have not completed learning in these vocational
subject areas at Key Stage 4 and/ or Key Stage 5.

Summative assessments include internal school based assessments and external assessments set by the relevant
examination board for each qualification.

Formative and summative assessments are evaluated regularly to assess their effectiveness in assessing key
procedural and substantive knowledge. Student voice are also collected, collated and evaluated throughout the
year to allow for an evaluation that gives a full overview and understanding.
