In Design and Technology students learn to design and make products that explore Resistant Materials, Computer Aided Design and Manufacturing and Food and Nutrition. Design and Technology is a relevant and contemporary subject that covers a board range of knowledge and experiences. This includes designing, practical opportunities and technical knowledge. D&T at OLCC presents meaningful opportunities for students to also draw on previous experiences and areas of personal interest to encourage intrigue and exploration as well as other curriculum areas. D&T presents students with many varied and distinct opportunities to develop life skills, grow in resilience and develop as considerate and healthy members of society.
In key stage 3, students build on their experience from primary KS2. Designing primarily for themselves, then through increased awareness, designing for others, then showing an understanding of designing for industry. The curriculum begins by introducing knowledge of the distinct D&T workspaces covering safety in the design workshop and kitchen. Basic hand skills, using measurement and developing precision including an introduction to Computer Aided Design and Manufacturing. Students build on these skills throughout the key stage developing more advanced knowledge, equipping them to make an informed decisions regarding Key Stage 4 options.
The needs of SEND pupils are identified and if necessary, differentiated resources created to scaffold their learning, ensuring that they are stretched through ambitious target setting. Mixed ability setting in Design and Technology ensures that SEND pupils are not only supported by their teacher but also benefit from a number of practices, such as 3b4me mentors, which fosters peer support. An environment of mutual support, inclusivity and respect is evident in all lessons. Behaviour is outstanding. All pupils are challenged to achieve their best and clear guidance and criteria for how to achieve this are available to pupils. This may be through display work, example work and on electronic platforms such as Moodle. 

Disadvantaged pupils are identified, and a number of measures put in place to ensure full support is given. These may include the discreet provision of resources, including ingredients and materials to make products.

Our committed staff are equally dedicated to support, stretch and challenge all students, including the most able, to achieve their potential and provide opportunities that develop confidence and independence. 
Through D&T all pupils learn to think critically, be resourceful, innovative, creative and enterprising. They make informed decisions as consumers, equipped to make a positive impact on society.
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
