	Pupils will develop their skills of inference and analysis of Prose extracts in this unit, together with applying the narrative techniques studied in A Christmas Carol and in Boys Don’t Cry at Year 9, students will remaster their approach to their own narrative prose. Students will experiment with linguistic techniques in the creation of engaging prose stories. Throughout the unit, there are references back to the structure and plot of the novella which helps students build their schema from familiar content.
